For our work on offshore transmission technology, innovation and cost reduction we use an
approach based on a broad analysis of problems, encompassing technical, organisational,
environmental, regulatory, procurement and other aspects of an issue. This gives us an
advantage over organisations that narrowly focus on a particular aspect.

We pride ourselves on developing innovative new solutions. Examples of projects that we
have worked on recently include management of a £10m Ofgem-funded scheme to enable a
telecom cable repair vessel to also repair power cables; planning the development and
testingofa 132-1 5 0 k V i u nepav @int;se@homic and regulatory analysis of a new
concept for combining wind farm connections with international interconnectors; and due
diligence of a new lower-cost approach to building offshore substations for wind farms.

As the graph above shows, the industry is growing exponentially and will at least double in
size over the next six years. In fact, it® likely to more than triple in size when projects that
have yet to sign contracts are considered (the dashed line in the graph above).

The increase is driven by the construction of new offshore wind farms that are much further
from shore than previously, by an upsurge in the construction of international
interconnectors, and by the previously unknown use of underwater cables in place of
building new overhead lines.
